General body meeting of the society was held on
26.04.2013 at KDMIPE mini auditorium, as per the notice
issued to all members/chapters on 22.03.2013. The main
agenda of the meeting was discussion on suggested points by
members on draft constitution & bylaws sent to them on
22.03.2013 and adoption of the new constitution & bylaws
for subsequent submission to the registration authority for the
amendments.

The meeting commenced with welcome address by
secretary and brief description of foundation of SPG, its
constitution and the necessity to modify the constitution &
bylaws.

The received suggestions were
discussed in executive body meeting and kept in agenda for
discussion in GBM by the Secretary.

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Sri N S Dangwal, Secretary SPG presented the overview
and background which necessitated the calling of GBM for
modification and adoption of new bylaws & constitution of
SPG. Sri S.K.Das, President SPG chaired the meeting and
conducted the proceedings by taking the views of those
present. Various suggestions and modifications given by SPG
members were discussed one by one thoroughly, before
accepting or rejecting the same. The deliberations on the
agenda points were carried out and resolutions / modification
were adopted by voice vote / raising of hands to ensure 2/3rd
majority.
